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The title of this picture is composed of the two English words 
‘were’ and ‘artist.’ ‘Were’ is an old English word for human  
being. Thus, a werewolf is something like a human being who 
becomes a wolf. In this case, Nicole is concerned with the 
transformation from human to artist. This change does not 
happen voluntarily, but takes possession of the person  
concerned.

Maybe you too sometimes turn into something or someone 
without wanting to? For example, when you are particularly 
happy or angry? Or do you behave differently when you do a 
certain thing, like play ball, draw, or study at school?

The image of a  
person can appear very different. Sometimes it is realistic like 
a photo, sometimes abstract and without reference to reality –  
depending on the moment in which you depict the person and 
which colors, shapes or materials you choose.

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Paint yourself as you feel right now, without a mirror. Use your 
imagination. What or who would you like to transform into?  
Do you feel like a big whale today? Like your little sister or like 
an alien?

While setting up the exhibition, Spira listened to the artist. 
One tip from Nicole particularly stuck in its mind: “If you 
don‘t know what to draw, draw a head.”

Splish, splash, can you smell 
the sea?
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Who do you think is more powerful, and why? Who occupies 
more space? Who is more clueless? Who is looking where? 

There is a lot going on in the picture. Trace the lines that form 
the fishing lines in color. Do the same with the glances.

How would you describe the mood of the underwater 
creatures? What will they do next? What were they doing 
when they were surprised by the anglers?

Can you imagine what the men on the boat are talking 
about? What have they been doing? Where would they 
like to go later?

On this night, the youngest child in the family asks: “Why is 
this night different from all other nights?” The answer is read 
aloud from the “Haggadah,” the small book that tells of the 
Exodus from Egypt. Each of the items on the table has a sym-
bolic value.

The Seder evening is a ceremonial meal at the beginning 
of the Jewish Passover. The name of the feast comes from 
the Hebrew word for “to spare.” The feast commemorates 
the exodus of the people of Israel from Egypt and thus 
celebrates freedom.
